4 years after it was shut down, Bhavnagar’s
iconic Lokmilap bookstore set for comeback

LOKMILAP, THE legendary book-
store synonymous with
Gujaratis reading habits, is set for
a fresh innings from a new ad-
dress in Bhavnagar city Monday;,
four years after it was shut in
2020. The new bookstore that
will start functioning in the Hill
Drive area of the city.

"We are starting it from
Monday without any formal in-
auguration. Children's literature
will be one of the focus areas of
the bookstore," said Yash, the
great grandson of acclaimed
poet Jhaverchand Meghani and
who is the mastermind behind
the revival of the bookstore.

Yash's grandfather
Mahendrabhai Meghani — the
eldest son of Jhaverchand — set
up the Lokmilap bookstore in
1954, four years after he
launched the Lokmilap publish-
ing house.

For the next 70 years, the
iconic bookstore, which came to
be a cultural landmark of
Bhavnagar, took a number of ini-
tiatives to inculcate reading
among Gujaratis. It also brought
the best of the world literature
to their doorsteps without com-
promising on the quality of the
works.

The credit goes to Yash's par-
ents Gopal — Mahendrabhai's
son — and his wife Rajshri who
ran the literature haven until

2020, right before Covid-19 hit
the world. They decided to retire
from work and shut down the
bookstore. Meanwhile,
Mahendrabhai passed away in
2022.

"We had shut it not because
there was alack of demand or so,
but because my wife Rajshri and
[ wanted to retire. It was done
with a spirit that everything
good has to end," says Gopal.

“Back then, he asked me if I

wanted to continue it. I had said
no since [ was working and had
plans to start a restaurant,” Yash
quipsin.

However, the pandemic and
subsequent lockdowns played
spoilsport, and Yash started sell-
ing books online taking orders
through WhatsApp under
Lokmilap's banner. "The re-
sponse has been overwhelming.
People are ordering so much that
one room of our flat is occupied

GCAS sees over 6 L registrations

THE GUJARAT Common
Admission Services (GCAS) —
the government’s first-of-its-
kind initiative of a centralised
online admission system for
higher education across 15 state
universities — saw more than 6.3
lakh registrations till Sunday
evening.

While there were 4.84 lakh
registrations in the undergradu-
ate category, the postgraduate
section saw 1.46 lakh registra-
tions. As many as 3,18,000 un-
dergraduate and 62,300 post-
graduate candidates have paid
for the registration.

The last date of registrations
for undergraduate programmes
was May 28. However, it was ex-
tended to June 2 following sev-
eral requests. The GCAS server
also faced issues due to which
several students were not able to

deposit the fee. BCom, BSc, BBA and BCA pro-

Following this, there was a
widespread demand to extend
the deadline after which the last
date for filling the form via the
GCAS portal was extended to
June 2. "Similarly, the registra-
tions for postgraduate pro-
grammes, the deadline for
whichwas June 3, have been ex-
tended for 10 days until June 13,"
said Gurav Dinesh Ramesh, di-
rector, higher education.

As on May 28, 4,39,865 stu-
dents had registered of which
2,63,115 students had paid the fee.

Students can register for BA,

grammes, and other graduate-
level courses across 15 govern-
ment universities in the state on
GCAS. As per the norms, the stu-
dents can choose more than one
programme, college and univer-
sity in a single application but
can get admission to only a sin-
gle programme through one ap-
plication.

However, the candidate can
update details, including the ma-
jor or minor subject of choice,
before the last date even after the
final submission of the applica-
tion.

Navsari: Atrafficbrigade jawan al-
legedly poisoned and strangled
his 10-year-old son before dump-
ing the body in a room at his
workplace in Navsari city, police
said Sunday.

Sanjay Baria (37) allegedly
killed his son Vansh and dumped
his body in the utility room of a
traffic chowky, an official said.

Baria called his wife on the
phone around 3.40 pm Saturday
to inform her about their son,

The previous Lokmilap store
in the Sardarnagar area of the
city was spread over 700-750
square feet. “The new one will
be a 200 square feet shop that
we have taken on rent. If found
necessary, we will decide on its
expansion in the future,” he
adds.

Superintendent of Police (Navsari)
Sushil Agrawal said. The accused is
absconding, and teams have been
formed to apprehend him, he said.
Baria was a jawan with the
traffic brigade deployed to assist
traffic police, the official said.
Baria's wife Rekha, in her com-
plaint, said that the accused had
taken their son to work on Friday
afternoon, and when she tried to
reach him on the phone later that
day, itwas switched off, police said.

Yash did it (selling
books under Lokmilap) online
for three years and then realised
there is an overwhelming re-
sponse. So, he is restarting the
bookstore," Gopal told The
Indian Express.

Currently, the father is busy
helping his son with the choice
of books and setting up the
bookstore. "Because now it is
going to be a bookstore and it
should not be that someone
comes and asks for a popular
book and we do not have it. So,
[ will help him for some time
and then he will handle it him-
self.Heis learning how to inter-
act with customers, which
books to show to the customers,
etc.. As (Jhaverchand) Meghani
once said: 'A bookseller has to
be the gyan-mali (knowledge-
able). We think that he (Yash)is
going in that direction," Gopal
adds.

Meanwhile, the readers of
Bhavnagar are a happy lot. “It is
very good news for Bhavnagar.
